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DATA INFORMED DECISION MAKING

On Monday all teaching staff also participated in a session designed to deepen our knowledge on using assessment data
to inform instruction and support improved student outcomes. All students at St Joseph’s School from Years 2-9 complete
a PAT Reading and Maths Adaptive assessment twice a year (Term 1 and Term 4) and Reception and Year 1 students
complete PT Early Years Tests for Reading and Maths. By analysing and interpreting assessment data, teachers create data
informed teaching and learning experiences suitable for whole class, small group and one to one instruction, forming a
highly personalised and intentional curriculum for all students based on where they are at.
